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PowerSchool User Functions by Level
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Users and functions

USI: modify district settings, set up templates & reports for schools, trouble-
shoot and support, and view student and staff information for all schools

Director of Operations: modify school settings, manage school use of PS

Office Manager: maintain attendance, modify student and staff information
SpEd Coordinator: flag students with IEPs, monitor service provision

Dean of Students: log suspensions, run reports, monitor student progress
Principal and MD: log conferences, view student & staff information, run reports

SpEd Service Providers: view student information, log provision sessions

Teachers: enter/modify student grades, take attendance, view student
information, view staff directory, and view student grades in other classes

Student and Family: view grades, attendance, and teacher comments

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Overview of Priority-Setting

Phase | — The “Must Haves” — Attendance, class rosters, discipline
tracking, enrollment functions, grading, lists, reports, mailing labels, report
cards, scheduling, special education flagging and logging, staff data
tracking, student achievement warehousing, student data tracking

Phase Il — The “Nice to Haves” — Health tracking, fee tracking, special
education compliance tracking & IEP linking, warehousing historical grades

Phase 11l — The “Maybe Laters” - Counseling logs, family and student
view functions, PowerLunch, PowerScheduler, staff attendance tracking,
transportation tracking, and warehousing historical attendance

Phase 1V — The “Nevers” — Interim assessment analysis
